Complete Compare is a well established ERwin function which has been significantly enhanced
for Version 7.x. One of its key roles is to compare an updated model with a current database
implementation (or a model or SQL Script representing the current implementation) and to
generate an ALTER script to implement the new features.

Whilst this function is very powerful it is an advanced topic which requires a good
understanding of the tool to produce consistent results.

Sandhill have developed a series of one day courses some of which focus on this function and
which can be provided in a generic or DBMS specific form. The generic form concentrates on
the comparison and synchronisation of two models touching only briefly on the comparison
between a model and a database. The DBMS versions concentrate on the comparison of an
updated model with a database with the aim of synchronising the database with the model.

The course also includes coverage of ERwin’s Reverse and Forward engineering functions
which are called from the Complete Compare function.

The course deals with a number of different changes being made to the model and for each
scenario the Complete Compare options are examined to identify the impact of each.
